These guides contain all kinds of details concerning all phases of the jamboree. You may want to print some of these guides as a quick reference for your future jamboree meetings. 

STAFF

If you are a staff member, be sure to take the National Scout Jamboree Staff Orientation online. The link is also on the left panel under “Jamboree Related Training.” You will need to log into your MyScouting account to access the training. If you have never served on the jamboree staff before, this 20-minute orientation will be very valuable to you. Of course, there are also links for the BSA Youth Protection course, which is required for every adult attending the jamboree, and the Physical Wellness Program for jamboree.

If you have questions about the medical process, there is a link outlining the program. This jamboree’s medical form and process is different from past jamborees. Make sure you use only your bar-coded medical form. No one else can use your bar-coded form, and you can’t use someone else’s. Remember, for staff, medicals may only be faxed to 972-580-7860. You cannot scan them and send them via e-mail. This fax actually goes into a fax server, so you are not faxing your medical to another fax machine. Only medical personnel have access to the fax server.

Councils have different instructions for sending medical forms. Jamboree council coordinators must collect them and process them according to those instructions.

YOUTH PROTECTION TRAINING

Leaders and staff, don’t forget to update your Youth Protection training so it will be current during the jamboree. Make sure you go through your MyScouting account so it will include the correct date. If you need assistance with your MyScouting account, contact the customer service center at 800-627-3025. 

FOOD
Food at the jamboree will be the best ever! Subcamp meals will be fresh and different and even theme-based. Staff meals will offer more choices, and the concession stands will be superb. Parents and Scouts may sign up for a “smart bracelet,” which works like a debit card as items may be purchased at the trading posts and food outlets using the bracelet. If you don’t use all of the money, you’ll get the money back. So, no need to carry a wallet at the jamboree, just use your “smart bracelet.” Details will be in the “Food” section of our Web site, www.bsajamboree.org. 

GATEWAYS

The height of gateways will be limited to a maximum of 10 feet. No electrical components are permitted. The 10-foot height restriction includes flagpoles, which must be of nonconductive material (wood, PVC, etc.). NO climbing is allowed in the erection of unit gateways. No tents or other unit components will be allowed within the fall zone (the height of the gateway itself) of the gateway. Gateways may be secured to the ground by rope only. 

If a variance to the height restriction is sought, a drawing with a licensed engineer’s stamp must be approved by the region and sent to Physical Arrangements for approval, and then sent to Fort A.P. Hill for final approval. If the proposed gateway is approved in writing by all parties, then it may be installed on-site. The written approval must be on site with the troop in order for the gateway to be installed. All requests for variances to the height restriction must be received by Physical Arrangements by March 1, 2010. 

Subcamp and regional gateways may not exceed 16 feet in height (including attached flagpoles or other amenities) and 20 feet in width. This corresponds to the existing design of the jamboree-installed wooden gateway structures. These are to be decorated as located on the site plans. Each subcamp and region must develop a detailed construction and demolition plan for decorating the provided gateway. No climbing will be allowed on the gateway as part of the plan. No modification to the structure is allowed. No electrical components are permitted. Gateways may only be secured by rope. Metal poles for troop tents are permissible; however, no troop tents may exceed 10 feet in height. 

Safety concerns relative to underground utilities, utility line easements, and rights-of-way dictate that the only tents allowed to be erected in subcamps, other than those put up under the supervision of PA, will be in the assigned troop sites. These tents should be noncommercial tents with stakes no longer than 8 inches. Any modification to the layouts of the troop sites or relocation of troops must be approved by Physical Arrangements. 

Each subcamp and region (as well as national venues) will be provided with central flagpoles greater than 10 feet in height. All other flagpoles are limited to 10 feet in height, and may not have in-ground support (i.e., no holes dug). The provided flagpoles must be identified on the jamboree site plans and installed by Physical Arrangements.

Calling all Scouts and Scouters

Sprichst Du deutsch? Conosci l’italiano? Comment est ton français? 
If you speak a foreign language well enough to pass the test, come to the International Exhibits tent in the jamboree National Exhibits area and earn your interpreter strip(s). This is open to Scouts and Scouters in all program areas.

What do you have to do?

Carry on a five-minute conversation in the language. 

Verbally translate a two-minute speech or address. 

Write a letter in the language. 

Translate 200 words or more from written text. (This can be done orally or in writing.)

This test will determine your ability to read, write, and speak the foreign language. You will receive a certificate, which will allow you to buy the Interpreter strip in your council’s Scout shop. The interpreter strip lets others know that they can talk to you in that language. It is worn centered above the Boy Scouts of America strip on the uniform.

Of course, we need examiners who speak various foreign languages. If you are proficient in any foreign language or in American Sign Language, and you are attending the jamboree (in any capacity, staff or participant, youth or adult), please, please, volunteer to be a test examiner and help others earn their interpreter strip.

This will not make you a staff member of international exhibits; we are simply asking for a small time commitment and will schedule you according to your availability.

WATER CONSERVATION PLAN

Water is a precious commodity. We all need to take care of what we’re being provided! 

In order to conserve water, the following measures are being implemented: 

As many facilities as possible will be built with low-flow fixtures. 

Spring-loaded faucets or hose bibs 

Slow-release shower valves 

Lo-flow shower heads 

Materials emphasizing conservation measures will be distributed. 

Signage promoting water conservation will be posted throughout the jamboree site. 

Promote water conservation to all jamboree participants, staff, and visitors. 

Fire department, in the event of heat, will lower spray rate if put into action. 

FD trucks will fill from sources outside of the Egg. 

American Water will monitor the water system daily, with status reported to BSA & FAPH each morning for distribution to subcamps. 

How can you help? 

Don’t waste water! 

Take quick showers. 

Flush only once. Use of a chemical toilet is better. 

Don’t leave a faucet open. 

Report any leak or broken water line to Maintenance Control. 

Don’t water the grass. You’re here only 10 days! 

Use the pools. There are six of them. 

Encourage conservation during our time here. We are visitors! 

Be smart and use water wisely.

Remember the Outdoor Code: 

As an American I will do my best to:

Be clean in my outdoor manners 

Be careful with fire 

Be considerate in the outdoors, and 

Be conservation minded. 
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
