Cell Phone and Electronics Plan


Electronics:

Game and entertainment electronics are permitted during travel to and from Jamboree.  Entertainment games, videos, and music must be appropriate for all audiences 14 years of age and older.  Where there is a question concerning the appropriateness, the Scout Oath and Law should serve as a guide.  Scouts will be trusted and expected to use good judgment.

Cellphones:

Cellphone technology is part of the Jamboree experience this year and Scouts may carry their cellphone with them if they wish.  While the Jamboree will have recharging devices available, troop 1006 will not be providing any of this equipment; this should be kept in mind.  Should an emergency arise, Scouts are expected to report these emergencies to the nearest Scout leader or Jamboree staffer; Scouts needing to place an emergency call home must inform their troop leadership before making the call.

Security:

The troop will have a lockbox where electronics can be stored under lock and key.  Scouts will be expected to turn in their electronics upon arrival at Jamboree.  The troop will permit access to this once in the morning and once in the evening for certain gear stored there, (cameras and similar items).  Electronics will be stored for the duration of the Jamboree. 

Expectations:

Cellphones and other communication technology will be an exciting part of the Jamboree experience this year.  Stay connected to Jamboree happenings and share the good of Scouting with others with your technology. However, each Scout will be expected to use good judgment and the Scout Oath and Law at all times while using this technology.  For example, if you take a photo using your phone and wish to share it, you must make sure it is OK with that Scout.

Limits:

Cellphones must be turned off and put away during the following times:

· Troop or Jamboree Flag Ceremonies

· Meal preparation and cleanup or other troop/patrol work times

· Religious services

· Certain programs and areas as directed

· Upon request or instruction from troop or Jamboree leadership

· After lights out in camp
